
Designate a Physician for 
Workers’ Compensation 

In order to ensure that you will be eligible to be treated by your per-

sonal physician during a workers’ compensation, employees may 
complete the Designate a Physician form. The Emergency Infor-
mation Card is not the Designate a Physician form and cannot be 
substituted for the appropriate form. Without the completed form re-
ceived by Risk Management prior to a workers’ compensation claim, 
the District will require you to receive medical treatment from a Dis-
trict selected physician. 
 
The Designate a Physician form is available through Risk Manage-
ment (extension 7919) or your site secretary. The form will remain 
current with Risk Management for the duration of your employment 
with the District or as long as the physician remain eligible. Should 
you want to change your designated physician contact Risk Manage-
ment.  
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Site Safety Reports Due 
November 1 

The Site Safety report must be filed to the 
Risk Manager, no later than November 1. 
This report must be on standard District form.  
(The form is also available at Montebel-
loteachers.org) 
 
The Risk Manager will have 20 days to re-
view the report and set a date for inspection.  

Pre-schools and elementary schools 
will be inspected in years ending with 
odd years. 
Intermediate, high schools, and adult 
education schools will be inspected in 
years ending in even years.  

The inspections must be completed by Feb-
ruary 15 and should include the presence of 
the Faculty Club Chairperson or designee. 
 
On or before June 1 the Risk Manager must 
submit to each Site Safety Committee a re-
port indicating the completion and/or pro-
gress of implementation of each section of 
the report with explanations for any items not 
addressed or completed.
